OZET

Uluabat Go6lii (Apollont Golii, Niliifer, Bursa) kiyisindaki bir yarimada iizerinde yer
alan Golyazi1 (Apollonia) yerlesimi; Roma doneminden giiniimiize ulasan antik yollar,
tiyatro, nekropol, sur duvarlari ve burglara ait kalintilara sahiptir.

Bugiine kadar yapisal malzeme agisindan kapsamli olarak incelenemeyen tarihi kalin-
tilar, 2013 yilinda “Bursa - Niliifer, Golyaz1 Kentsel ve Arkeolojik Sit Alaninda Yer
Alt1 Yapilarmin Envanter Tespitine Yonelik Manyetik ve Yer Radari Yontemleri ile
Arastirlmas1 ve Haritalanmasi Isi” kapsaminda ele almmis, Golyazi ada ve yarima-
dasinda bulunan sur duvarlari taranarak yapisal malzeme igerikleri tanimlanmistir. Sur
duvarlarina ait tas, tugla ve harglar; Gazi Universitesi, Giizel Sanatlar Fakiiltesi, Kiiltiir
Varliklarii Koruma ve Onarim Boliimii, Malzeme Arastirma ve Koruma Laboratuva-
11 (MAKLAB) ile Ankara Universitesi Yer Bilimleri Uygulama ve Arastirma Merkezi
(YEBIM) Laboratuvarlari’nda incelenmistir.

Sur duvarlarina ait yapisal malzemelere, belgeleme ¢aligmalarinin ardindan suda ¢6zii-
nen tuz igerikleri ve tiirlerinin belirlenmesine yonelik olarak spot testler ve kondakto-
metrik analizler uygulanmistir. Orneklerin fiziksel 6zellikleri temel fiziksel testler ile
petrografik ozellikleri ince kesit optik mikroskop analizi ile, kimyasal &zellikleri de
XREF analizleri ile belirlenmistir.

Arkeometrik analizlerin sonuglarina goére sur duvarlarinda yerel kiregtaslart kullanil-
mustir. Yapitaglarimin aksine, yiiksek tuz igerikleri ve diisiik fiziksel parametreleri ile
tuglalar, farkli hammadde igerikleri ve tiretim teknolojileri ile degisen oranda bozul-
ma siirecleri igindedirler.

ARCHAEOMETRIC ANALYSES OF CITY WALLS OF GOLYAZI

Ali Akin Akyol®

ABSTRACT

The settlement of Apollonia on a peninsula on the shores of Lake Uluabat (Lake Apol-
lont, Niliifer, Bursa); Antique roads, memorials of theater, necropolis, fortification walls
and bastions that date from the Roman period are possessed.

Historical remains that have not been extensively analyzed in terms of structural mate-
rials until now can be analyzed in the scope of “Magnetic and Ground Radar Methods
for the Inventory Detection of Underground Structures in Bursa-Niliifer, Golyazi Urban
and Archacological Sites and Mapping Project”, structural material contents were exa-
mined by scanning the city walls in 2013. Stones, bricks and mortars belonging to the
walls were analyzed at Gazi University, Faculty of Fine Arts, Department of Conserva-
tion and Restoration of Cultural Properties, Historical Material Research and Conser-
vation Laboratory (MAKLAB) and Ankara University Earth Sciences Application and
Research Center (YEBIM) Laboratories.

For the structural materials belonging to the walls, spot tests and conductometric anal-
yzes were carried out to determine the water-soluble salt contents and types after the
documentation studies. Physical properties of the samples were determined by basic
physical tests and petrographic properties by thin section optical microscopy analysis
and by chemical properties by XRF analysis.

According to the results of the archacometric analyzes, it can be understand that local
limestones were used in the city walls. Contrary to constructive stones, bricks, with high
salt contents and low physical parameters, are in the process of deteriorating in varying
proportions with different raw material contents and production technologies. While
lime was used as a binder in the original mortars, repaired mortars containing mixtures
of lime/cement binders were applied in the areas that reflect recent restorations. The co-
arse brick particles are also determined in the aggregate content of the original mortars.

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SHASH HAMDAN TOMB
ARCHAEOLOGICAL SURVEY & RENOVATION PROJECT

ABSTRACT

The village of Shash Hamdan is located a few kilometers downstream from Tishreen
Dam, the tomb is cut in limestone cliff and was revealed on the south of the village by
the collapse of a roof.

On-site investigations by the nearby Australian Mission at Jabal Khaled between 1995
to 1997, and the tomb had already been heavily damaged by the robbery activities.

This tomb is characterized by magnificent relief figures curved on the inner walls: two
levels of life-size figures, numbering almost (70), cover three walls of the tomb, rep-
resenting human and zoomorphic relieves in funerary conditions like a group crying
women and presenting votive scenes ... etc, in addition to, four burial niches.

What’s more interesting ??.., the floor was completely covered by multi colored mosai-
cs, but, heavily damaged unfortunately.

This tomb is dated back to the end of second ~ the beginning of third century AD,
which corresponds to Severan-Antonin period.

If our tomb builders came from across the Euphrates, they would be Osrhoenians; the
capital Edessa (Urfa), affords some examples of sculpture and many more of funerary
mosaics, most of which were found in cave tombs.

Restoration, Renovation and Site Management Project
Hence the tomb has a unique importance, also, it’s panoramic location

Among marvelous lake landscapes, a Syrian team from DGAM / Aleppo Museum in
cooperation with Japanese ( JICA) team has officially started working on the project of
restoration & renovation Shash hamdan tomb in 2010.

An action plan was set including : temporary and protective structural system, elabora-
ted restoration studies, site management implementations ...etc.

The project was a part of strategic master plan for the cultural fluvial tourism at the
middle Euphrates regions ( between Tishrine Dam & Qara kozak Bridge ) including
three projects : Shash Hamdan Tomb, Aroda Temple and Najm castle.

At the end of 2010 the temporary steel structure was erected on the tomb while the ela-

borated restoration studies were finished in the beginning of 2011.

Because of the Syrian conflict, all these works have stopped unfortunately, and con-
sequently, the tomb was badly affected by several wild attempts thereby.

In this paper, we will try to submit a descriptive, analyzing and chronological study of
the tomb and the landscape around, also, a comprehensive survey of the magnitude of
the project in the context of the cultural tourism at Euphrates.

Shash Hamdan koyii, Tishreen Baraji’nin birkag kilometre asagisinda yer alir. Mezar
kiregtasindan kesilmis olup, catinin ¢okmesi ile kdyiin giineyinde agiga c¢ikarilmigtir.
1995-1997 yillar1 arasinda, Jabal Khaled’de bulunan Avusturalya Misyonu yakininda
yapilan saha arastirmalarinda, mezarin ¢oktan kacak kazilar sonucu zarar gérmiis ol-
dugu anlasildi.

Bu mezar, i¢ duvarlarda kavisli muhtesem kabartma sekilleri ile karakterize edilmistir:

Neredeyse 70 adet, iki boyutlu figiirler, dort mezar nisine ek olarak, adak sahnelerini
gosteren ve aglayan kadinlar grubu gibi cenaze kosullarinda verilmis insan ve hayvan
kabartmalar1 vb., mezarin ii¢ duvarini kaplamaktadir. flging olan ne idi? Zemin tama-
men ¢ok renkli mozaiklerle kapliydi, ancak maalesef agir hasar gérmiistii.

Bu mezar, M.S. 2. yiizy1l sonu - M.S. 3. yiizy1l baslangicina, yani Severus-Antoninler
donemine, tarihlendirilmistir. Mezar {ireticilerimiz Firat’tan geldiginde Osroheneli
(Osrhoeneli) olurlardi; Baskent Edessa (Urfa), cogu magara mezarda bulunan heykel
ve daha bir¢ok cenaze mozaiklerinin 6rneklerini vermektedir.

Restorasyon, Yenileme ve Alan Yonetimi Projesi

Bu nedenle, mezarin benzersiz bir dnemi vardir, ayni zamanda panoramik
bir konumdadir. Muhtesem gdl manzaralar arasinda, Japon (JICA) ekibi ile igbirligi
icinde DGAM / Halep Miizesi’nden bir Suriye ekibi, resmi olarak 2010 yilinda, Shash
Hamdan mezari restorasyon ve yenileme projesi lizerinde ¢alismaya basladi. Gegici
ve koruyucu yapisal sistem, ayrintili restorasyon ¢aligmalari, saha yonetimi uygula-
malar1 da dahil olmak tizere bir eylem plani yapilmistir. Proje, Shash Hamdan Mezari,
Aroda Tapmag1 ve Najm Kalesi de dahil olmak iizere, bu ti¢ projeyi iceren, Orta Firat
Bolgesi’nin (Tishrine Baraji ve Qara Kozak Kopriisii arasinda) kiiltiirel akarsu turiz-
mi i¢in yapilmis stratejik master planinin bir parcasiydi. 2010 yilinin sonunda, gegici
celik yap1 mezar lizerinde insa edildi; detayli restorasyon ¢aligmalar1 2011 y1l1 baginda
tamamlandi. Suriye’deki i¢ karigikliklar nedeniyle, biitiin bu ¢alismalar maalesef dur-
durulmus ve sonugta mezar, ¢esitli vahsi girisimlerden kotii etkilenmigtir. Bu bildiri
de, mezar ve mezarin ¢evresindeki peyzajin tanimlayici, analiz edici ve kronolojik bir
calismasi ile Firat’taki kiiltiir turizmi baglaminda projenin biyiikliigiine iliskin kap-
saml1 bir inceleme sunmaya ¢alisacagiz.

NiKAiA NEKROPOLLERI VE MEZAR ANITLARI

Hellenistik Dénem ve Roma Dénemi ' nde Bithynia nin en 6nemli kentlerinden biri olan
Nikaia'nin genis bir alana yayilmis Antik Cag nekropolii, gerek gosterdigi tipolojik
gesitlilik, gerekse farklt donemlerden mezar 6rnekleri sunmasiyla kent tarihi agisindan
biiyiik bir zenginlik ortaya koymaktadir. Kentin ¢esitli mezar anitlar1 gegtigimiz yiizyil-
larda Iznik i ziyaret eden batili gezginlerin dikkatini cekmis, bu gezginlerin birgogu s6z
konusu anitlardan detayli bir sekilde bahsetmislerdir. Gegtigimiz yiizyilin baslarindan
itibaren ise bu anitlar cogunlukla tekil buluntular ya da belirli bir doneme veya tipolo-
jiye ait 6rnekler halinde gesitli arastirmacilar tarafindan incelenmistir. Bununla birlikte
kentin antik donem nekropol alanlart ve mezar yapilarina biitiinciil bir bakis saglayacak
bir ¢aligma giiniimiize kadar yaptlmamistir. Bu amagla Uludag Universitesi ve Bochum
Ruhr Universitesi igbirliginde 2013 — 2015 yillar1 arasinda siirdiiriilen “iznik ve Cevresi
Yiizey Arastirmasi Projesi” ¢ercevesinde kent gevresindeki nekropol alanlari ve mezar
anitlart detayli bir bigimde belgelenmistir.

Bu bildiride s6z konusu proje ¢ergevesinde elde edilen veriler ve literatur arastirma-
larindan edinilen bilgiler 15181inda kentin antik donem nekropol alanlarinin dagilima,
mezar anitlarinin tipleri ve 6lii kiiltii konusunda bilgiler verilmesi amaglanmaktadir.
Ayrica, gergeklestirilen belgeleme ¢alismalarinda kullanilan yontemlere ve mezar anit-
larinin korunmasi konusunda karsilagilan sorunlara da deginilecektir.

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THE NECROPOLEIS AND THE GRAVE MONUMENTS OF NIKAIA
Ahmet Ali Altin"
ABSTRACT

The necropoleis of ancient Nikaia, which is one of the most important cities of Bithynia
in Hellenistic and Roman Times, having been spread in a large area around the city.
The necropoleis shows a large diversity of graves from different epoches. Some of these
grave monuments were mentioned by the European travellers, who visited Iznik in the
recent centuries. The grave monuments of Nikaia were studied by various researchers
either as individiual finds or as samples from particular typology or a certain period
since the beginning of the last century. However, an integrated study, which contains
whole necropoleis of the city and their grave monuments, hasn't been realised until
now. For that purpose, the necropolis areas and the grave monuments around the city
were detailed documented in frame of a project which is called “The Survey of Iznik
and its Enviroments” (which was held between 2013 - 2015 with a collobaration of
Uludag University and Ruhr University- Bochum).

In this presentation, it is aimed to give informations about the scattering of the ancient
necropolis areas around the city, types of grave monuments and burial cult. The docu-
mentation methods and the problems about the protections of the monuments will also
be mentioned.

Mezar buluntular1 Kocaeli ve Istanbul Arkeoloji Miizeleri’ne kaldirilmis ve etrafi duvar
ile ¢evrilmek suretiyle anit koruma altina alinmistir. Kolosal, podyumlu, bitisiginde ise
daha ge¢ doneme ait besik tonozlu baska bir mezarin bulundugu ve neredeyse sag-
lam durumda tespit edilmis olan bu mezar kompleksi, 1983 yilinda Gayri Menkul Eski
Eserler ve Anitlar Yiiksek Kurulu tarafindan tescillenmis olup, Karayollar tarafindan
yapilan peyzaj diizenlemesi ile de kompleksin biiyiik bir boliimii yeniden toprakla 6r-
tiilmiistiir. 2004 yilinda duyarli vatandaslarin tahribat uyarilari dogrultusunda 6zel bir
firma sponsorlugunda peyzaj diizenlemesinin giindeme geldigi, ancak bu diizenlemenin
gergeklesmedigi, bunun yerine bakim ve koruma caligmalarinin ilgili belediyeye yiik-
lendigi ve etrafinin tel 6rgii ile ¢evrildigi anlagilmaktadir.

2009 yilinda ise yine duyarli bir vatandas tarafindan, anit ¢evresinin atil durumda oldu-
gunu ve duble yol calismasi sirasinda anitin zarar gordiigiinii belirtir bagka bir sikayet
dilekgesi kaleme alinmistir. Bunun tizerine gelistirilen yeni peyzaj diizenlemesi de lah-
din gevresi ile iliskilendirilemedigi igin geri ¢evrilmistir. 2012 yilinda ise anitin otlarla
kapli ve tamamen korunmasiz bir bigimde yol kenarinda, etrafin1 ¢cevreleyen tellerden
dahi yoksun oldugu anlasilmaktadir. Bu umursamazligin ise eser {izerinde geri donii-
st miimkiin olmayan tahribatlara yol actig1 gézlenmektedir. Bu tarihten sonra yapilan
¢evre diizenlemesi ile alan gliniimiizde her ne kadar otlardan arindirilmis, agiklayici bir
bilgi tabelasi konulmus ve aydinlatilmis olmasina karsin, halen disaridan gelebilecek
tahribata tamamen agik vaziyettedir.

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A GRAVE MONUMENT ON THE ROAD; THE KONCA SARCOPHAGUS
AND LANDSCAPE ARRANGEMENTS

ABSTRACT

A grave monument unearthed in-situ condition in Konca Site of Halidere Vil-
lage of Golciik District of Kocaeli Province, during the Kocaeli-Yalova road construc-
tion work in 1967. Tomb findings taken to the Kocaeli and Istanbul Archaeological
Museums and the tomb were protected by enclosing wall.

There is another tomb with a cradle vaulted of much later period then at the end
of the colossal and podium structure. This tomb complex has been found almost intact.
The monument was registered in 1983 by the Supreme Council for Antiquities and
Monuments. Most of the complex was covered with soil again with the landscaping
made by the General Directorate of Highways. In the direction of the warning of sensi-
tive citizens, a landscape arrangement has come to the agenda, in the sponsorship of a
private company in 2004. However, it is understood that this arrangement has not taken
place, but that conservation work has been installed in the relevant municipality and that
it is surrounded by wire mesh.

In 2009, another complaint petition was draw up by a sensitive citizen, indica-
ting that the monument’s surroundings were idle and that the monument was damaged
during the double road work. For this the new landscape arrangement developed was
rejected because it could not be associated with the surroundings of the sarcophagus. In
2012, it is understood that the monument was covered with grass and was completely
unprotected, even on the side of the road, lacking any surrounding wires. It is observed
that this ignorance leads to irreversible destruction on the tomb. After this date, the area
is still completely open to destruction threat.

With this work, we will try to put forward the precautions that should be taken
promptly regarding the exhibition, preservation and sustainability of the in-situ grave
monument on a busy land and sea route with all its splendor in the frame of place iden-
tity.

Bursa ili, Uluabat géliinde bulunan Golyazi adasi ve yarimadasi M.O. 2. yiizyilda Mi-
letos kolonisi ve M.O. 3.yiizy1lda Pergamon Krallig1 zamaninda yogun imar faaliyetleri
ve yasanti olan bir yerdir. Bolge 1998 yilinda Kentsel Arkeolojik Sit Alani olarak tescil
edilmis ve korumaya alinmistir. Ada ve yarimadada 87 adet koruma altinda sivil mimari
yapi1, Hagios Konstantinos Kilisesi, Apolyont Surlari, Mezarlik, Camii ve Hamam bu-
lunmaktadir.

Island of Gélyazi and peninsula take place in the Lake of Uluabat, in Bursa, Turkey.
There was severe constraction work when Miletos colonies lived 2. BC and Pergam-
on Kingdom 3. BC. Goélyazi become archaeological conservation area at 1998. There
are 87 civil architectural buildings at under protection. Hagios Konstantinos Church,
Apolyon Ramparts, cemetery, mosque and bath under protection, too, on island and
peninsula. Arceo geophysical (GPR and magnetic) and arceometri researches conduct-
ed to show buried remains. GPR research conducted in 391 different places totally
300000m? fields. Datas in places are on parallel lines and there 50cm between them.
Totally there are 1947 profilles GPR data. In addition to this we conducted magnetic
research in different 21 places by fluxgate gradiometre.

Finally, we conducted an arceometri research with 26 historical remain samples from
island and peninsula. All GPR datas analyzed one by one and processing, all findings
analyzed in 2 and 3 dimentional. And one of our bonus is not much buried infrastructure
elements (pipes, cables, etc.) on island and peninsula.

All results evaluated all together and all possible buried remains marked on a map and
their relation with next research places investigated. We located possible historical re-
mains and we learned about historical texture and it’s main element and culture. So that
our study will give a direction to the archaeological excavations.

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A GROUP OF ROCK TOMB IN HADRIANOUPOLIS

ABSTRACT

Paphlagonian Hadrianoupolis is located modern town Eskipazar near to Karabiik.
Hadrianoupolis is located. It lies basically in Roman western Paphlagonia and on the
borderline of Galatian, Bithynian and Paphlagonian. Hadrianoupolis is most import-
ant city in Paphlagonia region at Roman period while Hellenic settlements focused in
Eflani and its round. Surveys and excavations carried out up to date in the antic ruins of
Hadrianoupolis since 2003 have shown that Hadrianoupolis was established in the ages
of Early Hellenistic, Rome and Early Byzantium, and it had a centre and a chora that
centralizes around there like in the other sites of the city in Paphlagonia.

Due to the fact that archaeological researches and systematic excavations have just
begun in the Paphlagonia region, there is little information about the burial traditions
of the region. But the rock-cut tombs and tumulus have still been observed in the area
indicate that there had been widely used in burial customs in the Paphlagonia region.
Until now, various types of rock-cut tombs have emerged in the necropolis is located
in centre of Hadrianoupolis both illegal excavations and as a result of scientific exca-
vations. Hadrianoupolis; as a southern Paphlagonia city has rock-cut tombs and knitted
tombs in accordance with the burial tradition of the region. The rock-cut tombs are
divided into two groups as overground and underground rock-cut tombs. It presents a
different type with two parts, which have underground rock-cut tombs that especially
contain the subject of the issue.

Burial
evidence is relatively common for the Upper Palaeolithic, but cemeteries are a more
recent phenomenon. Archaeologists often suggest that prehistoric cemeteries reflect de-
scent (kinship) groups, property rights (including land and territory), and other aspects
of corporate identity. In this sense, the locations of prehistoric cemeteries and collec-
tive tombs map out a social and ritual landscape. But the archaeological definition and
identification of cemeteries in prehistory can be difficult. This paper discusses these
difficulties using examples from various parts of the world including Anatolia.

Banditaccia Necropolis which are attributed to Etruscan and located in Cerveteri and
Targuinia Necropolis were added World Herritage list by Unesco in 2004. These two
necropolis gived some evidences about urban civilisation and dwelling architecture in
Mediterranean include abundant graves which are organized like street and neighbor-
hood.

The preliminary concrete evidences on the meaning of death for humans begin by re-
vealing of the burials and related with development of abstraction thought. Abstraction
represents the visualizing of the afterlife owing to the left gifts into tomb as buried of the
body. While getting closer to the present day, death concept is acted out in varies ways
for each community however it’s formed around a common belief as an idea of the end
of life in the world. In its simplest form; death, burial and abstract thoughts associated
with, go back till the Middle Paleolithic Period though transformation of burial practic-
es into defined traditions actualized at 11-10. Millennium BCE. In some sort with the
settled life, intramural burials that buried below the floor or platforms, laid down in a
shrunk position as a child in the mother’s womb. With some exception practices this tra-
dition practised approximately four thousand years all over the Near East by involving
Anatolia. Even if it’s hard to consider all the residents buried in the sites, in a real term
of extramural tradition, in other words grave yards, emerged 7-6. Millennium BCE.

Abandonment of the intramural practice and transferring to out, to a grave yard, oc-
curred at the beginning of the 6" Millennium BCE at Northwest Anatolia. Along Akto-
praklik Hoytik, while the burials buried below the shelter of the first setters at the second
half of the 7" Millennium BCE, it is comprehended that a grave yard with the burials
which various gifts were left in, emerged with the new millennium. In this presentation,
changing of the burial practices and tradition in Neolithic Period will be tried to be ex-
amined by based on the Aktopraklik findings.

ABSTRACT

Parion located boundaries within Kemer village of the Biga town in Canakkale, as well
as it is one of the important settlement in Ancient Troas Region, it has also witnes-
sed important advances with the excavations and restoration works since 2005. Parion
Southern Necropolis which is the only necropolis to be excavated in this ancient city,
is located in a small valley called Tavsanlidere between city’s south gate and the hills
in the east of it. Today the ancient necropolis is reached by the first right hand junction
after the modern Kemer Village’s cemetery. As a result of the excavations which have
been done 2005, it has been found out above 200 graves in the Parion South Necropolis.

In the light of today’s data, it has been determined that there is a necropolis which is
consistently used from the end of the 7" century BC to the 2-3" century AD and is
approximately 900 years, having a large of gravities such as Monumental Grave (Al-
tar?), Sarcophagus, Stone Cist Grave, Rubble Stone Textured Grave, Tile Grave, Pithoi
Grave, Amphora Grave, Hydria Grave, Simple Earth Grave, Wooden Coffin Grave and
Funeral Urn.

In uncovered in an avarage 1000 m? area, some of the graves that could be protected
in place has been protected by temporary consolidation. Besides, the other graves were
removed after documentation.

In the lights of the data obtained from both the graves protected in their own places and
the graves removed after having been documented, it can be reached important data
about burial customs of ancient city. Besides it will be presented first views for doing
open-air museum/arkeopark which can be toured and informative in necropolis with
the reconstruction experiments and simulation workings thanks to these datas in this
presentation.

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MILAS TOMBS: PROTECTION MEASURES AND RECOMMENDATIONS

ABSTRACT

Ancient Mylasa, modern Milas, was the capital of Karia twice, has a great historical
significance. This historical significance has undoubtedly brought with it to host many
archaeological monuments. Among these archaeological monuments two tomb struc-
tures distinguish. One of the grave constructions which is the subject of this work is the
Gilimiiskesen Monument which is located at the skirts of the Sodra Mountain where the
city’s necropolis spreads, which has survived with all its architectural elements. Becau-
se of the contamination and serious cracks of the grave which is composed of podium,
middle floor with peristyle and pyramidal roof, it is necessary to make technical analy-
sis and protection measures should take place as soon as possible. Hekatomneion is the
other structure that has serious problems about protection. The tomb discovered in 2010
as a result of a notice, and it belong to Hekatomnos, the first known satrap of Karia, and
his wife Aba. It is located on the west side of a sacred terrace which is surrounded by
walls. Tomb constituted with a gigantic podium, an upper room with pyramidal cross
section, a buried chamber with a vaulted roof, and a vaulted dromedary that connects
to the outside world. The most important conservation problem related to the tomb is
the correct climatization of the paintings on, which royal and mythological subjects
depicted on the walls of the burial chamber. Although the paintings made of gold leaf
and different colors have lived through period of deterioration from their own times till
modern times, undoubtedly they lived with the most intense and rapid corruption with
robbery. Although international work on the conservation of wall paintings has been
largely completed, the end point has not yet been put into place. Despite the provision of
temporary climate conditions with technical devices, the search for permanent isolation
of the podium is still a question mark: With Roof or Without Roof?

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THE HELLENISTIC AND ROMAN NECROPOLIS IN
HATTUSA-BOGAZKOY
Sven Kiihn"

ABSTRACT

The ruins in the direct vicinity of the modern village of Bogazkale in Central Anatolia
are known to be the remains of the Bronze Age kingdom of the Hittites. But beginning
with the very first excavations, there has always been found proof for later occupations
of the settlement area.

The extended Hellenistic and Roman Necropolis around The Great Temple is the most
revealing archacological evidence for the presence of a substantial population in classi-
cal antiquity in the said area. Some 150 graves have been found to date. The Necropolis
consists of several different grave types. They include rather basic variations such as
simple ground burials without any grave goods. But they also include more advanced
and richer graves, e.g. burials in pithoi, roof tile graves and cist graves. In addition three
cigar shaped clay sarcophaguses and two pithoi sarcophaguses have been unearthed.
Several graves were covered with small mounds as is indicated by circular stone rows
which surrounded these burials.

The grave goods shed a unique light on the cultural development in Central Anatolia.
The artefacts such as pottery, weapons and coins allow - to a certain extent - the identifi-
cation of different zones of influence. A typical Central Anatolian ware known as “Gala-
tian Ware” is used widely in graves which never contain artefacts of roman origin. This
indicates its use in pre-roman times and shows the proximity of the “Galatian Ware” to
indigenous Anatolian wares such as Banded Wares excavated in Gordion or the Lagy-
nos Ware from Southeast Anatolia. The impact of the Roman Conquest can be seen in
the changes of the set of grave goods. Red-slip wares become more common in the
assemblages. The coins show a direct connection to the big cities in Western Anatolia.
Roof tile graves are introduced and burials in pithoi disappear from the archaeological
record. This observation correlates with a shift of settlement patterns in the area.

The remains of 65 of the diseased, unearthed between the 1967 and the 2010 field sea-
sons, were subject to anthropological and isotopic analysis. These analysis allow us to
get a general idea of the everyday life of the inhabitants of the area. The bone fractures
for instance indicate a strenuous life. The differences between the injuries of male and
female subjects show a high degree of division of labour. The isotopic analysis provide
an insight into the diet of the individuals. Mainly cereals were consumed about a third
of the dietary proteins have been covered by meat or dairy products. Interestingly, there
seems to have been no difference in access to meat between male and female individ-
uals.

The absence of literary sources in the area under surveillance demands a scrupulous

examination of the evidences. The Necropolis in Bogazkdy provides a rare opportunity
for the archaeologist to gain insights into the classical antiquity east of the well-known
cities in Western Anatolia.

I¢ Anadolu’da yer alan modern Bogazkale ilgesinin hemen yakiindaki kalinti-
lar, Tung Cag1 krallig1 olan Hititler’e ait kalintilar olarak bilinmektedir. Ancak, ilk kazi-
lardan baslayarak, yerlesim alanlarinin daha sonraki donemlerde iskan edildigine iliskin
kanitlar bulunmustur. Biiylik Tapinak cevresindeki genigletilmis Hellenistik ve Roma
donemi Nekropolii, sozii edilen alanda klasik antik ¢aglarda 6nemli bir niifusun varlig
icin en agiklayici arkeolojik kanit olarak degerlendirilebilir. Bugiine kadar yaklagik 150
mezar bulunmustur. Nekropol alani birkag¢ farkli mezar tiirlinii kapsamaktadir. Bunlar,
mezar esyalari1 olmaksizin basit zeminde goémiit gibi oldukca basit varyasyonlar1 iger-
mektedir. Fakat, ayn1 zamanda nekropol alaninda, pithos mezarlar, kiremit mezarlar ve
tas sanduka mezar tipleri gibi, daha gelismis ve daha zengin mezarlarda bulunmaktadir.
Ayrica li¢ adet ig bigimli, kilden yapilmus lahit ile iki adet pithos lahit agiga ¢ikartilmis-
tir. Bunlar1 ¢evreleyen dairesel tas siralariyla gosterildigi gibi birka¢c mezar da kiigiik
yigma tepeciklerle kaplanmistir.

Mezar esyalari, Orta Anadolu’daki kiiltiirel gelisim iizerine benzersiz bir 1s1k tutmustur.
Canak-¢omlek, silah ve madeni paralar gibi eserler - bir dereceye kadar - farkli etki
alanlarinin tanimlanmasina izin vermektedir. Tipik bir I¢ Anadolu seramigi olarak bili-
nen “Galat Seramigi”, Roma kokenli eserler igermeyen mezarlarda yaygin bir sekilde
kullanilmistir. Bu durum, Galat Seramigi’nin Roma dncesi dénemlerde kullanimini ve
“Galat Seramigi’nin” Gordion’da kazilmis “Bantli Seramikler” veya Giineydogu Ana-
dolu orijinli “Lagynos Seramikleri” gibi “Yerli Anadolu Mallarina” yakinligini gosterir.
Roma Imparatorlugu’nun etkisi, mezar esyalar1 kiimesindeki degisikliklerde goriilebi-
lir. Kirmiz1 Astarli Seramikler, buluntu topluluklarinda daha yaygin hale gelir. Sikke
buluntulari, Bat1 Anadolu’daki biiyiik kentlerle dogrudan bir baglantiya isaret etmekte-
dir. Cat1 kiremiti mezarlar tanitilmis olup ve pithos igindeki gomiitler arkeolojik kayit
agisindan yok olmustur. Bu gozlem, bolgedeki yerlesim kaliplariin yer degistirmesiyle
iligkilidir.

1967 ve 2010 kaz1 sezonlar1 arasinda ortaya ¢ikarilan hastalikli 65 kiginin kalintilari,
antropolojik ve izotop analizine tabi tutuldu. S6z konusu analizler, bolgede yasayanla-
rin giinliik yasami hakkinda genel bir fikir edinmemizi saglar. Kemik kiriklar1 yorucu
bir Omiire isaret eder. Erkek ve kadinlarin yaralanmalar1 arasindaki farklar, ytiksek se-
viyeli i bolimii dagilimini gdstermektedir. Izotopik analiz, kisilerin beslenme diyetle-
rine dair bir fikir vermektedir. Temel olarak tahillar diyetin yaklasik ti¢te biri oraninda
tiiketildi. Proteinler ise et veya siit iiriinlerine karsilik gelmektedir. ilgingtir ki, erkek ve
kadin bireyler arasinda et tirlinlerine erisimde fark yok gibi goziikmektedir.

ABSTRACT

Ancient town of Apollonia ad Rhyndacum is located in modern day Gdélyazi, near Lake
Ulubat. Town was first built as a colony of Milet in 2nd century B.C. In the years of
2002-2003, an expedition with the support of Niliifer Municipality had carried out by
Dr. Serdar Aybek. In 2016, salvage excavation is taking place under the presidency of
Bursa Archaeology Museum and Prof. Dr. Mustafa Sahin is assigned as scientific advi-
sor. These excavations produce informations about ancient town’s economy, art, burial
practices and traditions.

Burial practices in stone box graves has a long history. This type of graves firstly seen
innorth of the Black Sea, Kazakstan in Central Asia in 4th millenium BC. In Bronze
Age, stone box graves built inside of the eairns. Burials in stone box graves are seen in
ancient times too throughout the Northern Black Sea Area. During Roman Times, ashes
of the body put in to amphoras after cremation and the amphoras were buried inside a
small sized stone box graves again. Burial gifts were left between the grave wall and
amphora or grave pit. Excistence of similar grave types, burial traditions and gifts from
Apollonia and North Black Sea coast indicates expand of Roman colonies in Black Sea
Area. Restoration, protection and landscape projects from the Nekropolis of Herson
should be re-examined in order to design a museum-park project in Gélyazi Nekropolis.

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MILETUS, THE NECROPOLIS OF KACARTEPE, PROTECTIVE MEASU-
RES AND PRESENTATION

ABSTRACT

In the necropolis of Kacartepe in Miletus burials took place from Archaic time to the
middle Imperial period. There were first excavations in 1906 and then again in the years
1994-1995. In these new excavations, the southern side of Kacartepe was entirely cle-
ared, and several new graves were found. The graves, the former and the newly found
ones, were presented by Elke Forbeck in her dissertation. The Kacartepe, a limestone
hill, is cut by a dromos of 21.5m length. It belongs to the lions grave which is one of the
most impressive examples of sepulchral architecture in Anatolia. The lion, originally
guarding the entrance of the tomb, he himself is one of the most beautiful sculptures in
the Tonic art of Archaic times. Since the hill is made of limestone, the problem of how
excavated graves should be protected had to be dealt with. Here the proposal of a bota-
nist was met: The entire surface was covered with sifted earth and planted with indige-
nous shrubs and herbs. This kind of vegetation does not need neither special care nor ca-
uses it damage on the graves it protects. The protective measures proved to be effective.
Further steps to make the area attractive for those interested were not taken. However,
Miletus has the potential to show burial forms from Archaic to Ottoman times.

ABSTRACT

Antandros is an important city of the ancient Troad region, situated on the north of the
Edremit gulf, on the southern slope of Mount Ida. Systematic excavations in Antandros
necropolis have been continued since 2001. Necropolis in the west side of the ancient
settlement is located on the approximately 50 m. wide and flat area between the sea
and the hill parallel to it. Due to being on the slope of the hill, it has been densely and
continuously used as a cemetery between the 8" and 1% centuries BC. This long-time
intensive use allows different types of graves to be seen together. Stone and terracotta
sarcophagi, primary and secondary cremations, roof tile, pithos, amphora graves are
some of the grave types identified. Some of the sarcophagi and cremations have upper
structures which indicated the graves above the ground and few stelae are found in-situ
on the graves. The projects of the necropolis visiting are began while continuing the
excavation of necropolis. Three different exhibitions are planned in the necropolis in
which the 4,5 m wide road passed through. The necropolis which its excavation still
has continued planning to open visits thus projects about visiting necropolis area has
begun to be held. 4.5 m.wide road has passing through the necropolis and three different
exhibitions have planning for visitors. The first of them is related with the ancient road
that passing through the necropolis. In the project the orijinal state of the necropolis in
the ancient times tried to be revived. The upper structures of graves and stelae also is
going to be revived. In the second stage imitaions of skelatons and findings are going
to be displayed like in the first circumstances when the graves are opened by the arc-
haeologists. In the third stage, cremation ceraminy is going to be revived with the help
of model.

Ancient city of Myndos is located in Giimiisliik District in Bodrum /Mugla and ancient
city’s borders compise an 1sland too, which is known as Asar Island. The island exca-
vations started in 2009 and continued uninterruptedly until 2014. As a result of the
excavations, a large basilica structure with its crypt and 11 Byzantine tombs were iden-
tified at the top of the island. There are different types of tombs made by using different
building materials and techniques such as stone wall masonry, limestone masonry, brick
masonry wall, brick floor mound, cut stone floor mound, bedrock and earth filling ba-
ses, pebble stone tombs. When burial structures were evaluated together with the finds,
it is possible to date these tombs to the early 6th century and the 7th century.

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THE RESCUE EXCAVATIONS OF NECROPOLIS AREA AT APOLLONIA
AD RHYNDACUM

ABSTRACT

In this paper, the examples of graves unearthed from the rescue excavations of
the Apollonia a. R . necropolis area will be introduced. The rescue excavations are con-
ducted by the permission of the Ministry of Culture and Tourism, and both the support
of the Bursa Archaeological Museum and the support of Niliifer Municipality.

The rescue excavations continued for about five months, seventeen graves in the six
sectors were totally excavated. There are four graves waiting to be opened when the
excavation area is surrounded by wire netting and fully secured. During the excavations
continued until today, different types of tombs were discovered, including four khamo-
sorion type, eight mud brick cist type, one clay mortar type, one tile roof grave and one
chamber grave type. Among the interesting features of the necropolis are the covering
of the graves with rubble stones in order to lose their place.

The purpose of the rescue excavations was to clean the tombs already opened
by the illicit excavations. During the rescue excavations, a number of pottery samples
were unearthed which the treasure hunters unconsciously chopped around the grave.
However, it is understood that most of the graves have not yet been robbed.

Bati Anadolu’da Tung Cagi’ndan itibaren extramural anlamda bir Nekropolis
kavraminin gittik¢e gelismeye baslamasi, siire gelen donemlerde toplumlarin dini ina-
nis, cografi sartlar ve ekonomik imkanlari dogrultusunda birgok mezar tipinin ortaya
ctkmasina neden olmustur. Bunlar arasinda MO 1. Binyilda sik¢a kullanilan ve tarafi-
mizca kapama tipler olarak adlandirilan grup, 6len bireylerin agilan mezar ¢ukuruna
yatirildiktan sonra gesitli cinsteki materyallerle iizerlerinin kapatilmasi ile olusturul-
mustur. Baska bir degisle bu tipteki mezarlar yalnizca toprak ¢ukur ve kapaklardan
olusturulmustur. Kapak olarak kullanilan malzemeler ise bazi istisnalar haricinde tas
plakalar ve ¢at1 kiremitleridir. Bununla birlikte, nekropolis kazilarinda direkt olarak ula-
silan iskeletlere basit mezar ya da inhumasyon tabirleri kullanilmaktadir. Fakat bu tiir
mezarlarin birgoguna bakildiginda, onlarin zengin buluntu durumlari hig te basit olma-
diklarint gostermektedir. Bu durumda akla gelen soru, bu tiir mezarlarda 6liiniin mezar
cukuruna yatirildiktan sonra iizerine gercekten de direkt olarak toprak atilip atilmadigi-
dir.

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COVERED GRAVE TYPES IN WESTERN ANATOLIA:

ABSTRACT

In Eastern Anatolia, the Necropolis concept has been developing in extramural meaning
since the Bronze Age, in the following eras, according to societies religious beliefs,
geographic conditions and economic possibilities has brought out different types of
graves. Among them in the first millennium B.C. frequently used and a group named by
use covered types are created by dead people being laid down into a grave and closed
off with various types of material. In other words these types of graves only consist of
a soil pit and covers/lids. With some exceptions, materials used for the cover are stone
slabs and roof tiles. In addition to this, in necropolis excavations reaching a skeleton
directly is called a simple grave or inhumation. But, when you look at these types of
graves you can see that their rich find situation shows that they aren’t basic. The first
question that comes to mind is after the deceased put into the grave, is the grave decea-
sed directly closed with soil. The answer to this question arguably can be wooden cov-
ers. The data obtained from necropolis excavations is that there are three type covers/
lids. These are: Tile (stroter), stone covered, wooden covered grave types. The relation
between the deceased statute and the grave types is also an arguable topic.

“Arkeolojik miras”; insan varliginin her tiirlii
izini kapsayan ve her tiir insan etkinligini yansitan yerleri, terk edilmis yapilari, toprak
ve su altindaki sitler de dahil olmak tizere her tiirlii kalintiy1, bunlarla iligkili taginabilir
tim kiiltiirel malzemeyi igeren ve temel verileri arkeolojik yontemler ile elde edilen
maddi mirastir ICOMOS, 1990). Arkeolojik sit alanlar1 arasinda; diiz yerlesim alanlari,
dikey tabakalanmaya sahip hdyiikler, yatay tabakalanmaya sahip yerlesmeler, kaleler,
kaya mezarliklari, Timiiliisler, kiilt alanlar1 yer almaktadir.

Arkeolojik miras alanlarina uygulanan miidahale sekilleri diger kiiltiirel miras alanlarina
gore farklilik gostermektedir. Diger kiiltiir varliklarinin koruma alanlarinda konu alan
koruma-kullanma dengesi kavraminin arkeolojik miras alanlarinda farkli yorumlanmasi
korumanin 6n plana ¢ikarilmasi, kullanma kavraminin ise ge¢mis uygarliklara ait bu
miras alanlarindan sadece bilgi edinilmesi baglaminda yorumlanarak degerlendirilmesi
gerekmektedir. Yillarca toprak altinda kalmis bu degerlerin agiga ¢ikarilmalarinin de-
vaminda da dogal ve insan kaynakli bozulma etmenlerinden diger kiiltiir varliklarindan
daha farkli etkilenecegi de unutulmamasi gereken ¢ok 6nemli bir 6l¢iit olarak karsimiza
¢tkmaktadir. A¢iga ¢ikarilan buluntularin belgelendikten sonra ne sekilde korunacaklari
ise arkeolojik miras alanlarina ait asil koruma problemini olusturmaktadir.

Arkeolojik Miras Alanlarinda ag1ga ¢ikarilan buluntularin korunmasi ve sunumu giinii-
miizde uluslararasi tiiziikkler ve yasalarla tanimlanmis ilkeler ¢ergevesinde gergekles-
tirilmektedir.
